Part Number 57-0404         INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 
Citroen Saxo 1.1L 8v Mpi 60bhp L4 Oct 1999-2003 
1. Remove the flexi intake pipe between the air box lid & intake scoop. (Fig. 1) 
2. Remove the bolt securing the intake pipe to the support bracket. (Fig. 2) 
3. Unclip & remove the air box pipe from the throttle housing. (Fig. 3) 
4. Squeeze together the yellow tabs located on the end of the engine breather  
 pipe, unclip & remove the breather pipe from the air box. (Fig. 4) 
5. Remove the air box base out of its lower mounting & then carefully remove the  
 air box assembly from the vehicle. (Fig. 5)  
6. Remove the engine breather pipe from the breather ‘T’ piece, it may be  
 necessary to cut the pipe away from the ‘T’ piece taking the necessary safety 
 precautions. (Fig. 6) 
7. Slide the new intake hose onto the throttle housing, secure the hose with a  
 #40 hose clip supplied. (Fig. 7) 
8. Fit the metal adapter tube up to the lip in the Air filter base & secure with  
 the #44 hose clip supplied. Fit the Air filter assembly onto the new intake  
 hose & secure with a #40 hose clip supplied. (Fig. 8) 
9. Fit the large end of the plastic adaptor into the straight end of the new rubber  
 breather hose & secure using a #12 hose clip supplied. (Fig. 9) 
10. Attach the breather hose assembly to the breather ‘T’ piece & secure using a #12 hose clip supplied. 

Insert the breather hose / tube into the hole in the side of the new intake hose. (Fig.10) 
11. Carefully lengthen the flexi cold air hose, feed the hose down to the side of  
  the radiator. Secure the hose to the original intake pipe support bracket using a plastic tie supplied. 

Position the cold air hose to finish approx. 10cm / 4” from the Air filter. (Fig.11). 
12. Feed the flexi cold air hose down to the lower grille, secure the hose to the grille using a plastic tie 

supplied (Ensure that the hose is secured away from the exhaust down pipe). (Fig.12) 
13. Carry out a final check of the height / alignment of the K&N induction system before starting the engine. 

Installation is now complete.
